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In the shade of tall trees, the trail is a
chance to see the woodland and rural plant
life in northern Grande-Terre. A very short
walk along an educational trail, ideal for a
family outing.

December 2024: new facilities have been installed
on site by the ONF Guadeloupe teams. Explore the
dry forest of the North Grande-Terre Biological
Reserve via a brand new botanical trail.

The mapou tree, or Pisonia Subcordaia, is a tree often found in the
dry regions of northern Grande-Terre. Its wood is very light and
spongy, and is not of any great value. Its flowers attract bees. It is
very resistant to drought. It sheds its leaves to limit transpiration
and thus water loss.
